Minutes of the Walking and Cycling Action Group 5/2//04

Meeting held at the Urban Renaissance Offices at 5.30pm

Attendance: Colin Foster, Nicola Cartwright, Stuart Jones, John Ritchie, Nick Taylor, Charles Gavan-Duffy and Andy Sharp (chair)

Apologies: Chris Goode, Dan Joyce and Ian Lambert..

Correspondence: a reply had been received from Bruce Bedford (SBC) in reply to our letter of the 17th of December: The old railway is due to be swept by a mechanical sweeper; Bus Lanes will, if possible, allow use by cycles and taxis; If traffic densities in town can be reduced then there is the possibility of adding to the green time on junctions to give all cyclists time to cross; The police choose not to enforce No Access streets, but the licensing officer for taxis would be pleased to receive details of licensed vehicles who are seen to be ignoring these signs (Alan Smith).

Walking, Cycling and Public Transport: It was agreed to include Public transport in our remit with work on improving passenger information as a first step.

Minutes/matters arising: The minutes of the last meeting were approved.


Walking zone: AS had produced a sample map, showing the central area and, around it, the streets which are less than 1km away. Members of the group thought that this area was within 15 minutes walk of the central area.


Nicola Cartwright had produced a list of health benefits of regular walking and these will be incorporated in the final campaign.


There was discussion on how to proceed (which map to use, how to get it reproduced etc) Nick Taylor is to approach Express Print to explore options for production and Colin Foster to approach Estate Agents CPH who have a good quality map of the area.


Andy is to approach NYCC (Geoff Gardner; Travel Awareness Officer), SBC (John Sheader; Road Safety Officer) and Scarborough Whitby and Ryedale Primary Care Trust to check on available funding.


John Ritchie suggested that we should try to make an input into the Local Transport Plan and that this should be an agenda item for the next meeting.


Old railway: Colin Foster had produced a clear plan of the route from Falsgrave Road through to Staion Road Scalby. This shows where access needs to be improved and gives suggestions for the location of signing (either on the route or showing the way to it).


Stuart Jones agreed to investigate lighting possibilities including lighting that runs off renwables; e.g uses solar panels and a battery storage system.


Andy Sharp is to attend the next Arts/Culture Action Group meeting to seek their involvement.

Icy Pavements: It was noted that many of our pavements become very tricky in icy conditions. It was agreed to send a letter to SBC congratulating them on the gritting of Westborough (from the Station up to at least Safeways entrance) and asking how we might ensure that more pavements get treated.
