Minutes/Matters arising:


The minutes of the last meeting were approved

At a recent meeting of the Scarborough Cycle Forum it emerged that the rural section of the old railway, Scalby to Whitby< was not going to be resurfaced with dressed limestone as members of the cycle forum had been led to believe (i.e as part of the reinstatement work by the contractors installing the high voltage cable) Nick agreed to raise these concerns at the Forum for Tourism.

It was agreed to give this Action Group the short title of “Integrated Transport Action Group”

Progress had been made with seeking funding for the Walking Zones map with firm offers from the Primary Care Trust and the NYCC travel Awareness Officer + possible support from SBC through the Road Safety Officer (if it also carries a road safety measure).

We aim to be producing about 10000 copies for distribution, perhaps through the Top Trader, throughout the suggested walking zone. These would be double sided A3 in 3 colours. Andy to speak to Adverset Publishing and Printing to get a quote (Nick already has one from Express Print.
Andy to meet Tom Ludewig to sort out layout and branding etc.

The target is to get the maps distributed by the end of April.

It was agreed to put the financing of this through the local educational charity Next Generation Now (www.nextgenerationnow.net) 

The Arts Group had not meant last month so Andy had been unable to speak to them about developing plans for the old railway. Stuart had obtained details of solar powered lighting and we are able to estimate a cost of about £60000 to light the section from Safeways to Manor Road Playground.  Andy to approach David Porter (Yorkshire Forward) about possible help in financing this (i.e. possible help for renewable sources of energy)
