Integrated Transport Group

Notes on meeting held on 3/6/04

Minutes/Matters arising: The minutes of the last meeting were approved


Friends of the Trailway: John Riby suggested that we make an audit of the use, areas of difficulty and natural assets along the route. Photos could be used to illustrate the points being made. Roger Merchant, who attended the last Friends of the Trailway Steering Group meeting has already done this for most of the northern and rural section of the route (Andy Sharp to contact him about this) The aim would eb to produce a map of the route with iphoto illustrations.


Parks and Gardens now have the correct coordinates for the Sustrans mileposts and these should be being installed shortly.


Daniel O’Connor has been looking into possible funding for straw bale build shelters/composting toilets along the route (using funding to develop alternative uses for agricultural products) There would be the possibility of an associated community enterprise. (Daniel to pursue this) Suitable sites could be identified as part of the audit.


It was thought that other existing shelters (e.g under bridges) could also be developed with addition of seating etc.


Choose to Walk Campaign: Tom Ludewig showed an early mock up of the proposed map and we agreed on the features to be included. (e.g. public toilets, civic buildings). He was also asked to try to indicate pedestrianised areas.


There was follow up discussion on the advisability of marking a separated cycle lane along the Marine Drive. Given the expected amount of sideways pedestrian traffic, from parked cars, John Riby advised that simply allowing dual use, for gentle cycling, would cause fewer conflicts and less confusion. If the path was crowded then quicker cyclists could simply use the road.

Business Plan: The Local Transport Plan (LTP) is being revised in time for implementation in 2006. John Riby thought that a positive input from Urban Renaissance into the plan would make it easier to get higher quality schemes included. It was suggested that the Urban Space Group and Integrated Transport Group have a combined meeting to look at the LTP and decide on appropriate contributions. (Andy Sharp and Tom Ludewig to arrange)

Brian O’Flynn informed us that St Martins and Wheatcroft schools are applying for funds for travel improvements (e.g improved pedestrian access)

Aob: 
The Blind and Partially Sighted Society have put forward proposals for talking lampposts etc. It was agreed to invite them to the next meeting of the ITG

An increasing number of bus services in the country cater for cyclists (including in East Yorkshire). A cycle route up the valley from Thornton le Dale to Dalby Forest has been established and a connecting bus able to carry bikes, or with a trailer, could help Scarborough become a base for cyclists visiting Dalby.

The Strategic Rail Authority is undertaking a consultation exercise n bikes on trains. Responses need to be in by 14th July (Andy Sharp asked to send members the web address for the document, ask members for their opinions and collate a response on behalf of the group) http://www.sra.gov.uk/publications/index_page/cyling_policy/cycling_policy_doc
John Riby informed us that Yorkshire Forward have funds for promoting and 

marketing urban renaissance. It was agreed that the different action groups should have their own letter heading etc. and that YF should be approached for financial support.


John Puddephatt showed us a copy of early Day Motion 774 (An Action Plan for Walking and Cycling) and asked us to urge Lawrie Quinn to sign it. (Andy Sharp has checked that LQ hasn’t signed it and will be sending him an e-mail)


John Riby suggested that we need to consider the nest steps for the borough’s cycling strategy, e.g. the many opportunities for dual use on broad pavements.
