Contacting users: Roger produced a sample questionnaire, which was trialled on one user up at Robin Hoods Bay, and, with slight modifications, was approved by the meeting.  It was agreed to start going out with the questionnaire at a range of times and places before our next meeting in August. 

Andy had provisionally booked a room at the Library for Tuesday the 12th of October. The Colliseum in Whitby had seemed very expensive (over £40) and no booking had been made. We still need a venue in Whitby and to make a booking at Ravenscar village hall.
Audit of the route: It was agreed that Roger’s CD audit of the route should be shown at our next meeting. The photos in the original version show the route in winter, minus vegetation, and he is now working on an update. Andy to speak to the FAST group about the possibility of making the audit available on-line.

Legal status of the route: Roger suggested that the North York Moors National Park could more readily be persuaded to take responsibility for parts of the route if it were classified as a right of way (not just a permissive right of way). This was felt to be a matter best left for the Friends Group proper.

Name of the Group: The name was thought to be too close to that of Trailways cycle hire at Hawkser and that the group might be better known as simply “Friends of the old railway”
