Notes on meeting held on 5/8/04

Minutes/Matters arising: The minutes of the last meeting were approved

Friends of the Trailway:  The next meeting of the Steering Group will be at 5pm on Thursday the 12th of August. A laptop + projector is being arranged so that we can begin to look at Roger Merchant’s audit of the route.

Chris Goode had looked into the painting of the Sustrans mileposts and mentioned that in one case Dulux had paid for the paint. There was discussion of the preparation needed, and ongoing maintenance required, if fully painted and it was agreed to defer a decision on this to the Friends of the Trailway (when they exist). Chris pointed out that the signs contain a cryptic puzzle where the symbols can be collected by rubbing. 

Choose to Walk Campaign: The final design has been approved by NYCC and the PCT and was approved of by the meeting.

Business Plan: Bruce Bedford is to give a presentation/consultation on the Local Transport Plan at the meeting of the urban Space Group at 7pm on the 12th of August.

Solar Lighting: It was agreed that there are a number of pedestrian routes in Scarborough (e.g the path over Prospect Mount to Gildercliffe as well as the old railway) and that solar lighting might be a good alternative. Andy to put Daniel O’Connor in touch with Stuart Jones to arrange a presentation to the Authority and ourselves from Solar Gen.

Blind and Partially Sighted: We have yet to ask transport operators about the provision of information for those with vision problems.

Cycling Strategy: We still need to request a meeting of the Cycle Forum to begin the process of updating the Borough’s Cycling Strategy.

Business Plan: It was agreed to develop the existing draft business plan to include Talking lampposts, solar lighting for pedestrian routes, improved cycle parking in town and at workplaces and to ask for support for the group to find out about best practice elsewhere; either through visits or visiting speakers. In addition, it was agreed to attempt a rough costing of our proposals. Andy to redraft with all these points in mind and then circulate for comment.

Local Transport Plan: We briefly looked at the consultation document on Housing and Transport Policies and agreed that as well as individual responses we would use next week’s meeting with Bruce Bedford to develop a group position.
