Cycle Taxis: Last month’s discussions on trams etc around the Marine Drive were reported to the Town Team and Andy Skelton asked if we minded the LA looking in to the possibilities for cycle taxis.

Peasholm Glen Treewalk: This was put forward as a way of developing the pedestrian route up from Peasholm Park, through Manor Road Cemetery and along Woodlands Ravine. It would provide an additional attraction for visitors as well as locals. Brian informed us that it was marked on old maps as “The Glen Walk” and that this did run all the way up including the big pine trees in Woodlands Ravine. It was also thought that labelling etc. could attract possible lottery funding and that the idea should be put to the Town Team, The Forum for Tourism and the urban Space Group.

Friends of the Old Railway: The launch meetings in Scarborough, Whitby and Ravenscar had gone well with over 70 people attending. A first meeting of a steering group (drawn from all three meetings) was held on the 3rd of November and it was decided to form 3 separate groups in a confederation. The Steering Group will now be investigating constitutions etc with an aim to have founding meetings in Feb/early March 2005. + a social event open to all comers is being organised for the afternoon of Sunday the 9th of January (2.30pm for 3pm) at the Hayburn Wyke Hotel.
