Cycle Forum: There was a brief report on the most recent, and somewhat belated, meeting of the Cycle Forum and a reminder about the next (wed 9th March, 6.30pm, Town Hall Council Chamber). 

Friends of the Old Railway: The Scarborough Section has now been established and will have its next meeting on Tuesday the 15h of March, 7.30pm at the Falsgrave and Gladstone Recreation Centre. A Burniston to Ravenscar section was due to have its first meeting yesterday in Ravenscar.

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk: The idea has met the approval of the Forum for Tourism as well as the Town Team. We should seek to work with them, the Scarborough Field Naturalists, the Friends of Peasholm Park?, the Friends of the Old Railway and Parks and Countryside in SBC to sort out; a) simple signing and interpretation and b) publicity, including a leaflet plan and guide. A route to town could be created by incorporating the Dean Road Cemetery.

Choose to Walk Map (2nd phase distribution). Sally agreed to take responsibility for distribution of flat A3 maps and folded maps to GP surgeries and relevant hospital clinics. She also agreed to get A3 maps laminated for distribution not only within the Health Service, but also to local outlets such as Fish and Chip shops and take-aways. We would ask the Forum for Tourism about distribution to hotels. (there are about 4000 left after the first phase door to door distribution)
