Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 3rd of March were approved

Friends of the Old Railway: The Scarborough Section will be having its AGM on Thursday the 19th of May, 7.30pm at the Falsgrave and Gladstone Recreation Centre. The Conservation Volunteers will be helping with a step building and litter picking session on Saturday 21st of May (meet 10.00 am in the cutting near the existing steps off Manor Road). + Saturday 11th of June they are organising a cycling picnic at Hayburn Wyke (dept Sainsbury’s at 10.00 am +)

Choose to Walk Map (2nd phase distribution). 500 maps + a laminated A3 version to go to the UR offices. Agreed to thinking about making a charge to some distributors.

School Travel Plans: Annie Haviland the local schools travel adviser spoke about school travel plans. The Travel Advisers in North Yorks are all teachers and the Gov’t funded scheme will run in North Yorks until at least 2010. The key element is the development of school travel plans (based on family surveys) which then give schools access to funding for on site measures to encourage more walking, cycling and public transport use. E.g. Graham School is getting more lockers for pupils so that they don’t have to carry as much on their journey to school, Braeburn is getting shelters for waiting parents, Wheatcroft would like a proper entrance path from Filey Road. In addition, they have been developing Park and Stride schemes (determining a 5minute walk zone around schools and finding suitable drop off points, they’ve been working with local bus companies to encourage kids to use buses (giving them experience of getting on/off and paying fares) and have lent schools stepometers (to aim at 10000 steps per day)

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk: Tom Mutton reported that the idea fitted well with the plans of the emerging Friends Group for Peasholm Park. 1) they would like to pull more visitors up the Glen, 2) they’d like better signing and 3) they’d like more attention drawn to the so called champion trees.


Tom agreed to bring plans of the whole area to the next meeting (i.e. from Peasholm Park through to Woodlands Ravine.
