ITG Notes 2nd June 2005

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 5th of May were approved

Friends of the Old Railway: New steps were built to give access from Manor Avenue (next to the bridge over Manor Road).  A pedalling picnic at Hayburn Wyke is being held on Sat June 11th in conjunction with MIND and Sustrans.

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk: Tom Mutton reported that whilst long term work would need to be done on some of the paths, in the short term tidying would suffice. All that was needed to establish the route was a leaflet, to also be available on the internet, and some minimal signage to direct along the route and draw attention to particular trees. 

Tom Ludewig has agreed to help with the design of the leaflet and has made initial contact with TM. AS reported that Keith Johnstone has agreed to write an authoritative paragraph on Harry Smith and the history of Peasholm Park.

It was suggested that we look at the possibility of funding the project (£2k - £3k) through “awards for all”.

It was agreed to put the outlines of the proposal before the next meeting of the Friends of Peasholm Park (27th of June) and have a walk through on Friday the 1st of July (starting at 10.00am at the Buttercup Kiosk in Peasholm Park)

Lighting the Old Railway: Tony Fenter had been in touch with officers at Hull CC whose experience of solar lighting was limited to one small project. Andy reported that the Friends of the Old Railway had identified a possible source of funding in the Big Lottery Fund (due to be properly launched with full guidelines in the autumn). Before then it was agreed to try to put costs on alternative proposals and that Chris Bourne (Project Engineer for SBC) should be asked for assistance.

Nick suggested that this was a project which might be put to Yorkshire Forward as one which met the aims of connecting communities.

Aob: 2 Questions need to be asked about the Old Railway. 

1) Has a deal been reached with the contractors for the electricity cable which was recently laid along the route to either reinstate the route properly or give money to enable it to be done?

2) What money has been received from land sales along the route? (e.g a property on Manor Road bought a strip as additional garden.)

There was discussion about the route up Weaponess Valley from the coach park to the Mere lane industrial estate. In particular, it was thought that this route should be cleared of excess overgrowth (esp nettles) to enable its use by walkers and off road cyclists during the summer season.
