ITG Notes 7th July 2005

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 2nd of June were approved

Friends of the Old Railway: Another set of new steps are going to be built near Ramsey Street on Sat July 16th.

Lighting the Old Railway: Chris Bourne has offered assistance with costing up he project and has given us a set of practical questions which need to be answered before he can proceed. 

1)The extent (distance) of the railwayline that you are wanting to light ?
2) How are you planning to provide power to the lights.  If from mains what size of supply do you require and where are you planning to connect to ?
3) Type and manufacturer of proposed light fittings and method of mounting ?
4) Distance between light fittings ?
5) Both sides of path or one side ?
6) How are the lights to be controlled (timer or photo cell) ?
7) Who will have the maintenance responsibility for the lights once they are installed?


It was agreed that a sub group from the ITG and the Scarborough Section of the Friends of the Old Railway should be formed to deal with these questions. It was also felt that an element for maintenance for an initial period should be built into the bid.


AS agreed to do an initial search of lighting suppliers and their specifications. TM said he could get hold of a properly scaled plan of the route to help plot possible patterns of lighting.


Aob. Tom Mutton reported that Balfour Beatty, contractors for the cable laying, are giving a lump sum of £41k for additional projects along the route; though some sections have not yet been fully signed off.


The money from land sales is not hypothecated and the amounts involved are considered private and confidential. However, there is a “Capital Pot” into which receipts are placed and bids for projects could be made from this.


The path from Weaponess Coach Park up to the Mere Lane Industrial Estate ahs been cleared and has been added to the list fro regular maintenance. 

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk. The walk on the 1st of July had been enjoyable and productive ( a Golden Elm thought to be extinct was located) and a plan has been produced but we need to confirm the identity of the trees with Phil Yardley and identify other trees of interest.


Christine Mark (Chair of the Friends of Peasholm Park) reported that Mike Windle from the NE Geology Trust could provide funding for the project as long as it was matched from elsewhere and the walk included geological information. He has been invited to the next Friends meeting on Monday the 8th of August. It was also noted that some cemeteries have been made into geological trails with the gravestones as specimens.  + NT was asked to see if the project could be linked to the Rotunda (in particular to any overspill funding)
