ITG Notes 4th August 2005

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 7th of July were approved

Lighting the Old Railway: 

AS had been out with project engineers from Thorn Lighting and DW Windsor Lighting. Both had been enthusiastic about the project and Martin Thompson (Thorn) took photos and would like to give a presentation in Sept/Oct. It was thought that the Urban Space Group should be in on this presentation.


Using scale plans, supplied by Tom Mutton and info from the lighting firms we would need about 85 lamps (4-5m high at 30m spacing) each with a cost of about £300. Allowing twice this amount for installation would give a total project cost of the order of £75,000- £85,000.


Doing the same job with solar powered lamps would cost about £1500 per light and we’d probably need more of them + difficulties with over-shading on parts of the route and increased vulnerability to vandalism. A compromise would be to purchase power needed to run the lamps from a renewable tariff.


Because of problems with over-shading it was though that the system might run best on just a time switch (i.e. not with a light sensor)


It was agreed that we needed to do wider consultation among residents along the route as well as among potential users. E.g. parish councils, residents groups, schools, hospital etc. Nick agreed to make an early contact with schools.


It was also agreed to consider phased implementation of the scheme (ie. Set out a timtable for its implementation and hence for the receipt/spending of any funds.


Scheme designers should look at the Secure by Design web site before developing detailed proposals. 

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk.  John Riby pointed out that the Glen Bridge was of historical engineering significance and, as gateway to the Glen, could also be highlighted in publicity about the route along with the trees.
