The Integrated Transport Group

Began life as the “Walking and Cycling Acton Group” with the aim of developing practical projects to make the town more attractive to pedestrians and cyclists.

Became the Integrate Transport Group when it was decided to add public transport to its brief. 

Major Projects

The Choose to Walk map was produced and distributed to over 10,000 homes in Scarborough town centre and the surrounding Choose to Walk Zone (within 15 minutes (1km) of the town centre). Funding came from the Primary Care Trust, NYCC and a number of local businesses. The 2nd phase distribution has now begun and ranges from fish and chip shops to hospital surgeries.

The Friends of the Old Railway were initiated by the Group to encourage community participation in the route’s development.  With help from the Conservation Volunteers we’ve installed two new sets of steps in the Manor Road area and are working in partnership with the Borough to try to secure funding to light the route out to Scalby (so that it can be used all year round for trips to work, shops, schools and colleges)

The Peasholm Glen Tree Walk runs from the foot of Peasholm Glen to the top of Woodlands Ravine and is being developed in partnership with the Borough and the Friends of Peasholm Park. There will be a promotional leaflet, the route will be signed and there’ll be info about the wonderful trees.

The Oliver’s Mount Cycle Gym is a small project to encourage people to consider cycling on The Mount as part of their exercise regime.  For £1 you can use the showers and changing rooms at the Sports Centre.
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
