Lighting the Old Railway: David Hall from D W Windsor has promised that suggested specifications for lighting will be sent shortly. 

Peasholm Glen Tree Walk.  The Friends of Peasholm Park have gieven their enthusiastic support for the project and are going to make suggestions re signing, production of an explanatory leaflet etc.

Harbour Proposals: There was discussion of the proposals for the development of Sandside and the Harbour. We would like 
1) a 20mph limit to be strongly considered.




2) Suitable cross-road paving at each end to mark the threshold of the area.

3) Cycle parking (Oxford Stands) to be predominantly located on the landward side of the road.

4) If the cattle pens are to be retained at the foot of Eastborough then they should be made broad enough to allow two double buggies to pass each other.

Aob
There was discussion of the traffic calming measures on Wykeham Street and it was thought that there should be a zebra crossing, like the one on Prospect Road, where the signalled crossing used to be.


It was agreed to consider producing a plan showing quiet cycle routes across town.


It was suggested that a notice on the main routes into town saying something like “Now you’ve arrived, there’s no need to rush, Scarborough’s a great place to walk and cycle, slow down and make it even better”
