ITG Notes 3rd November 2005

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 6th of October were approved. 

Re traffic calming using central reservations: Brian told us that Barrie Cappleman (of the Paragon Cycle Club) had reported that double yellow lines were to be painted near the central reservations in Eastway. This was welcomed.

Re Lighting the Old Railway: Both Thorn EMI and D W Windsor should have sent reports before the next meeting.

Transport Forum (31st Oct): In his apologies John Riby promised that a report would be produced from the meeting.


Brian had been able to attend and gave a brief report

· Mike Moore of NYCC had given a strategic overview
· Network Rail had talked about investment in the station
· First Group spoke about improvements in rolling stock including longer trains at peak times of year. Traffic was up 16% on the previous year.
· Peter Shipp, of East Yorkshire Motor Services, reminded attendees of commercial imperatives and noted the impact of increasing fuel prices. Buses now use GPS to log where and when passengers mount/dismount and, once the Local Transport Plan goes ahead, will be able to offer real time info at some bus stops.
· Peter Prescott (director of finance at SBC) noted that the free bus passes for over 60s were expected to generate about 20% more bus travel.
· Funding for the Local Transport Plan was still uncertain.

He’d had to leave at 3pm before there’d been any opportunities for questions.

Scarborough Cycle Trail: Weaponess Park and Ride, Valley Rd, Londesborough Rd, Sainsbury’s, Old Railway, Newby Farm, Hillcrest Av, Sea Life Centre, Outdoor Theatre, Marine Drive, Foreshore, Valley Rd, Weaponess.  The route was described and supported.

Aob Martin Watson, of Yorkshire Rider Training (a local motor cycle training business approved by the Driving Standards Agency) told us about the current state of motor cycle training.  All riders now have to complete a compulsory basic training course before being allowed on the road.


In order to encourage more people to use motorbikes, mopeds and scooters instead of cars he’d like there to be more specialised parking in convenient locations. Elsewhere in Europe there are special parking places for vehicles under 2.5m, which would include some small cars such as the SMART.
