Transport Forum (31st Oct): Next Transport Forum in January


Scarborough Cycle Trail: John Riby will ask if Sustrans (Ian Lambert) can put up simple short term signing on some of the highway sections (e.g. Route 1 stickers which go on existing posts)

Green Travel Plans: e.g. for the new business park at Eastfield. John Riby reported that the developers (Caddicks) have a generic green travel plan but noted that until there are businesses committed to the site there isn’t anyone to talk to yet.

The Sands: It was suggested that the developers might consider having the on site parking for the chalets at a bit of a distance from them rather than right outside the chalet doors. This might discourage the habit of getting into the car fro short journeys and reduce the amount of traffic generated by the development.


There needs to be clear and obvious signing for the pedestrian routes into town to try to establish them as the natural way of getting around.


Visitors to the site with bicycles will be tempted to ride around the Marine Drive. The major problem with this is the very bumpy cobbled surface. It was suggested that a smoother strip might be laid down the side of each carriageway, but John Riby thought this was not technically feasible and that, against his recommendation, it had been agreed that the cobbles should remain.
