Transport Forum : Next Transport Forum Wed January 11th, 9.30am at the Spa

Scarborough Cycle Trail: Ian to meet John Hannah to discuss signing


The Sands: John Riby had spoken to the developers and they will give consideration to making parking more remote from the chalets (to discourage habitual car use).


Pedestrian signing will add to existing provision but will have to await final decisions regarding the name of the development and branding.


The establishment of a clear pedestrian route from the Sands into town will form part of the considerations for the proposals for the Royal Albert Park.

Input to the Cycle Forum: The next meeting of the Cycle Forum is in February. So far the process of consultation has tended to be top-down; with Forum members asked to comment on plans brought to the Forum by Officers. We felt there was a need to develop a more bottom up approach so that regular cyclists could identify proposals (often low cost) that they believe would make a significant difference.  The Urban Renaissance Offices could be used for this purpose; either for meetings of interested parties or to enable comments/proposals to be dropped in.


There was also discussion of the need to develop cycle training for adults and for students at secondary schools. (currently 30% of children in primary schools are doing some cycle training and 30% of children would like to be able to cycle to school, though far fewer do) 

a.o.b.
 Tom Mutton showed us the outline proposals for as bid the Borough is making to the Big Lottery Fund under the heading of “changing places”.  This is about the use of public spaces by the community and the enhancement of wildlife.  Included in the bid are proposals to improve access, particularly for the disabled, to the Old Railway at Candler Street, improved signing etc. as well as the development of mountain bike trails at Oliver’s Mount.


John Puddephatt reminded us that employers can help employees purchase tax free bicycles.


Nick Taylor asked us to think about how we might widen participation in the Action Group, what we see as our main projects and priorities and what are relationship ought to be with, for example, the new Transport Forum. Agenda item for the next meeting.
