ITG Notes 2nd February 2006

Attendance: Nick Taylor, Ian Lambert, Chris Jones, Tony Fenter, Brian O’Flynn and Andy Sharp

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 5th January were approved. 

The meeting began with a brief discussion on improving attendance at these meetings. It was decided to put out a press release one week ahead of each meeting with something on the main item for discussion.

Nick reminded us about the newsletter and the opportunities that it gives to reach the wider Renaissance audience. Deadline for next issue 27/2/06.

Scarborough Cycle Trail: Ian had met John Hannah to discuss signing, following a meeting the LA had had with regional representatives of Sustrans. The first priority for signing is Route 1 of the National Cycle Network as it comes into Scarborough from the south. This forms part of the North Sea Cycle Route which only has two gaps around the entire North Sea; and one of those is between Cayton and Scarborough.

For this summer it was thought best to sign a route from Cayton via Filey Road, over Valley Bridge and up past the station to join the Old Railway at Sainsbury’s. When the cycle facilities have been completed along Seamer Road to Eastfield, the route will go that way.

Ian is to make a first assessment of where signs should go and then confirm this with John Hannah.

Brian O’Flynn wondered if the route past the Open Air Theatre could be declared a public right of way.  He will obtain the appropriate forms from the County Council.

Cycle Forum: The December meeting was postponed and we have yet to hear when the rearranged meeting will be.

There was discussion of the need to engage a wider set of people and organisations in the general promotion of cycling as an efficient, environmentally benign and healthy option for short journeys. i.e. we need to engage the cycle trade, the NHS, schools and employers. Agenda item on next meeting.  It was also thought that seeing if an established local charity would consider a cycle based fund raiser which could raise the profile of cycling amongst a wider audience (Andy to contact the Hospice).

We also, rather belatedly, ran through the initial list of cycling measures proposed in the LA’s reserved list bid for the 2006-2011 LTP.

There was complete support for measures on the A64 from Eastfield to Falsgrave, for signing of Route 1 into Scarborough from the south (see above), for measures on Scalby Road from Falsgrave Road ro Woodlands Ravine and for Advanced Stop Lines and better signing in the town centre. Of course, there would need to be consultation over the detail on any measures.

Measures down Columbus Ravine were considered unnecessary as were those up West Street and Holbeck Hill. (reasonable width of carriageways, modest speeds of vehicles)

There was agreed to be a problem between Musham Bank and Crossgates/Seamer, but only at Musham Bank roundabout itself.

We are not sure what is meant by measures between Scalby Mills Road and North Prom.

However, we did think that making the footway up Stepney Drive suitable for dual use would connect the existing cycle facilities at Woodlands Ravine with both the sixth Form College and St Augustine’s School.

+ A significant number of cyclists use the route over Stepney Hill towards Ayton (either commuting from Ayton/Seamer or going to Irton Moor). We would recommend widening the footpath at the top of the hill and making it suitable for dual use.
