Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 2nd February were approved. 

Scarborough Cycle Trail: Ian had done a reconnaissance of the route from the south with David Stevens (sustrans). They’ve taken photos and drawn up a plan for signing. This will now go to John Hannah for confirmation. They are not happy with the temporary route along Filey Road, but feel it important that Route 1 be continuous.

We have received confirmation, from the Sands developers as well as the LA, that the route past the Open Air Theatre is a public right of way

Cycle Forum: The next meeting is at 6.30pm on Thursday the 16th of March at the Town Hall.

Andy had spoken, and then written, to the CEO of St Catherines Hospice about a possible cycle based fund raiser. It will go to their fund raising committee.

Encouraging cycling:

A number if ideas were put forward

· Produce a cycling version of last year’s Choose to Walk map

· Improve cycle training for those past primary school age

· Organise guided rides to familiarise novices with routes around town and gain confidence in traffic

· Support for Safe Routes to School

· Encourage more retailers to offer delivery services so that cyclists can shop for bulky items

· Encourage cycle shops to give greater prominence to utility cycling (e.g. lights, panniers, bikes with mud guards etc.)

· Encourage more employers to fit showers and changing rooms

· JR noted that the North East Regional Assembly had supported Sustrans in running a number of seminars for employers across their region to see how they could get more employees to cycle and to sell ore to cyclists.

It was agreed that a wider range of people needed to be consulted about encouraging cycling and improving facilities (e.g. bike shops, schools/colleges, employers, interested individuals) and that The Urban Rennaissance Office could be used to host a drop in consultation (with town plans etc made available) Main agenda item next meeting.

Aob

The group was not happy with the decision to slow down traffic on Burniston Road, as it goes up past Kinderland, by putting a hatched area in the middle of the road to reduce the apparent road width. Not only does this squeeze traffic onto cyclists it also wastes the opportunity to have reduced apparent road width by installing cycle paths at the sides. This was done at Eastway in Eastfield but, unlike that situation, there are double yellow lines down each side of the road and therefore no potential conflict with parked vehicles.
