Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 2nd March were approved. 


Aob At the Cycle Forum we were informed that the centre hatching up Burniston Rd is a temporary measure put into place to separate the streams of traffic because the surface does not have as much grip as it ought to in certain circumstances.  Once this is dealt with cycle lanes could be put up both sides of the road.

Drop in Cycling consultation. Andy reported that this proposal had been approved by the Cycle Forum. There was discussion about the relationship between the Action Group and the Cycle Forum and it was agreed that the consultation exercise would be carried out on behalf of the Forum with a view to its, the Forum’s, re-energisation. John Riby will bring details of the criteria used by County to assess cycling measures to the next meeting as well as plans of the Agency Area that can then be used in the consultation. 

It was agreed that there should be an advertised consultation session on a saturday morning and that a suitable file etc. would then be made available for those interested to drop in and make comments at a later stage. It as agreed that the process should not require Nick’s active input.  Annie mentioned a character “Hugo” being developed by NYCC for use with schools in encouraging young people to walk and cycle more and could be used in this exercise. + the Urban Renaissance Offices could have an exciting window display.

Isochrones A number of people volunteered to help produce a plan showing how long it takes to get to different places from the station by bike at modest speeds. Andy to write to Geoff Gardner to give a go ahead.

Name of the Group It was felt that we spend very little time on public transport and that a better name for the group would be the “Active Transport Group”

Aob NYCC  are planning a survey of shoppers and shopkeepers in Malton to compare how far people travel to the shops, and how they get there, with how far shopkeepers think they travel and how they think they get there. Studies elsewhere suggest that shopkeepers considerably overestimate the numbers coming by car and underestimate how many come from nearby. Geoff Gardner (NYCC travel awareness officer) wondered if a Malton sized bit of Scarborough might be a better place for this study. No firm decision was reached. Andy to discuss with Geoff.
