Active Transport Group Notes 3rd of August 2006

Minutes/matters arising: Minutes of the 1st of June were approved. 

Isochrones The project is progressing and timings along a number of major routes have been carried out, at modest pace. Scarborough’s main urban area is within 15 minutes of the station.

Sustrans signing: Ian reported that signs to the Sea Life Centre had been put up at Newby Farm. 

Access to Health (routes to the hospital) A number of projects, including this, would be much easier if we had access to suitable mapping software (e.g. Memory Map). Walking/cycling routes might then be included, for example, in the town plans in the Visitor Guide.

There is also need for information about quiet, and interesting, cycle routes in the area for both visitors and residents (e.g. the Camp site at Scalby would be very keen to be able to make them available.)

Andy to find out the likely cost so that this can be put to the next UR exec. meeting on the 4th of September.

Aob

County Community Fund. When details of the fund are circulated in October it’s clear that encouraging greener modes of transport will be one of the major objectives. There was discussion of possible public education schemes that might be suitable. E.g. Bike buddies where experienced cyclists accompany novices on routes to work etc. Bicycle maintenance, helpful tips/advice about sweat, clothing, carrying stuff etc.

Road planings on the old railway. Brian expressed his dislike of the surfacing of the Old Railway between Scalby and Burniston. The road planings that have been used have a high rolling resistance and are very uncomfortable to ride on.  As a consequence he now avoids the route.  

Andy reported correspondence from Alan Tomlinson which recognised this problem and was suggesting a variety of possible solutions (including sweeping off loose material or attempting to consolidate the surface with crushed limestone). 

It was the view of the meeting that road planings should not be used to surface cycle routes until this problem has been resolved.

Fast roads through villages? John Puddephatt reported that the Cyclists Touring Club (CTC) wanted information about roads with speed limits of over 30mph through villages. 

It was agreed to circulate a general request for information in these minutes.
