Minutes/matters arising: Due to the double booking of the Renaissance Offices in May consideration of the minutes of the April meeting were postponed to this meeting.

Old Railway: Colin reported broken branches on the line near Cross Lane. Tom thought this was probably the result of flailing vegetation at the side of the route. Brian O’Flynn asked whether the fate of the £100k easement money from Northern Electric was known and it was agreed we needed to make a formal enquiry. 

Station Square: Questions were asked about when the group of Sheffield students would be reporting back and about the historical scope of the consultations they’d include in their report. No-one at the meeting was able to give a definitive response.
