Minutes/Matters arising: The minutes of the last meeting were approved.

AG:  Broadening scope of the group eg light, rapid transport.  Investigate connecting the town eg LRT and guided buses.

DC:  Widen to public transport.  Environment and transport.  Support public transport and co-ordinate promotion – bus timetables.

JR:  Dial-a-ride now established a route from Barrowcliff to supermarkets.  Diet in some areas suffering because of poor public transport links.  Requested what has happened to the old bus forum? When is next meeting?

BO’F:  Part of SITS.  Real time transport information is on the way, possibly 2008.  As a group, approach JR re progress.

AT group requested that NT approach AS to re-consider his decision to leave.  This, however, would first need to be presented to the Executive for consideration.

Concern was expressed that AT as a group are not being consulted.  Group not happy at the lack of attendance of a Council officer at their meetings as this had been promised due to them taking over the ‘Cycle Forum’.  Group concerned over the £100K that had apparently been set to use to re-instate parts of the old railway line.
