Presentation by George Pindar Community Sports College

1.1
Four young people, Nick (Head Boy), Laura, James and Chris, all who attended George Pindar Community Sports College gave a presentation on the way forward for Eastfield from their point of view.  The issues raised by them were:-


Litter – This was a serious problem as it gave a negative image, this included fly tipping in The Dell and wanting to reduce the use of plastic bags.


Youth Centres – not enough youth provision with activities.  Some young people end up wandering around and committing anti-social behaviour.  Need for local youth provision to cut down on travelling.  Some existing clubs could be improved and could offer taster sessions to encourage young people to attend.  Leaflets advertising youth activities were often poorly presented.


Lighting –would like to see more street lighting as people do not feel safe.


Poorly maintained areas – would like to see more flowers in parks.  Would like to see more parks and wooded areas for public enjoyment.  There is a need for more allotments.  The Mere is not too bad in Summer but not attractive in autumn/winter months.


Graffiti – Grafitti wall near Proudfoot well used.  Would like to see more grafitti walls.  Would like to see graffiti respected as an art form instead of stereotyping people.


Police – Parents encourage children to move around in groups for safety.  The Police break up groups of young people into pairs.  Young people feel in a no win situation.  Also feel they are stereotyped and branded negatively by the media.


Community Support Workers – would like to see more.  Community Police in the school has had a positive effect on relations between support workers and pupils.


Eastfield Youth Forum – will be promoted to encourage particularly 11-16 year olds to attend and give their point of view.

Town Team members asked questions of the young people and offered specific assistance to help them achieve some of their goals.  The Chairman thanked the young people for their presentation.

Presentation by Chris Brogan, Community Link Worker

2.1
Chris Brogan, Community Link Worker updated the meeting on Middle Deepdale, the Community Action Plan and the Neighbourhood Management Scheme.

2.2
Middle Deepdale – A Middle Deepdale Steering Group has been formed looking at what would like to see delivered eg community resources, infrastructure, political aspirations.  Currently looking at an environmental impact assessment, climate change, need for schools, medical support, roads, having 40% social/affordable housing.  An outline planning application should be submitted by this summer.

Community Action Plan – A Planning for Real consultation exercise had been carried out at schools, public events, etc.  Over 1,000 comments had been received.  This will be followed up by peer research with 20 local people conducting a survey by means of a questionnaire covering topics such as quality of life, policing, what people would like to see in the future.  Six action groups have been formed, four of which meet regularly, these are Children & Young People, Environment, Housing and Adult Health & Social Care.  People needed to progress the Transport and Retails Groups.  A draft Community Action Plan has been drawn up and copies can be obtained from Chris Brogan.  The next phase is to bring the Action Plan to the Eastfield Stakeholders Group and develop the final version.

Neighbourhood Management Scheme – this involves the bringing together of service providers to enable a co-ordinated approach to delivering services.

Issues raised by the Town Team members included involving Town Team Action Groups in the community action plan for Eastfield, eg Scarborough Business Association looking at employment skills needed in the area; the need for children living in Middle Deepdale to be able to attend schools in Eastfield – the Town Team to write to Cynthia Welbourn at North Yorkshire County Council regarding this and also to bring it to the attention of the Local Strategic Partnership and local County Councillors; suggest involving CABE or the Princes Trust in quality of design and placemaking, consider the Hampton development in Peterborough as an example of high quality environmentally friendly design.

3.0
Eastfield Business Park

3.1
Doug Kendall, Project Manager, updated the Town Team on progress at the Business Park as Phase 1 was nearing completion.  The presentation covered development of 20 office units which will open up a market for office space, spaces for two pieces of public art, Cayton Low Road/Dunslow Road junction alterations, alteration of roundabout on A64, the attenuation pond, diversions of stream and building of culverts, investigating possibility of community heating scheme as the landfill site digester creates hot water which could be channelled to business park and Middle Deepdale.

Town Team members asked questions regarding whether domestic users would benefit from high speed internet connections, whether there would be improved mobile phone coverage, need to see Councillors getting involved in these issues.  Doug Kendall added that the old housing office in Link Walk now contained a café which was open to the public and the money raised would be used for training.

Graham North, Chairman of Forum for Tourism reported that Colin Eastwood, Project Manager of The Sands development would be attending their next meeting to speak about Legoland and the area around the former Atlantis site.  The former Vice-Chairman of the Forum for Tourism and former Manager of the Sea Life Centre now holds a position in Merlin Entertainments who are wanting to develop Legoland in Scarborough.  At the April meeting of the Forum, there will be a visit to the North Bay Railway and a trip on the railway to the Sea Life Centre to look at potential developments in the North Bay area.

The Chairman reported that following the Town Team Executive Away Day it had been decided to retain Town Team meetings in the Town Centre.  The Chairman would visit various locations, eg Brunswick Pavilion, West Pier, to hold open sessions where members of the public could have their say on Urban Renaissance in a more informal setting.
