	Outer Harbour Update 

JR forwarded an email to the Chair prior to the meeting updating on harbour matters:-

1. The Councillor Task Group are awaiting two reports from Humber sea Fisheries Group into future needs of the fishing industry of Scarborough and the construction of a lobster hatchery.

2. Outer Harbour site investigation is out to tender and will be returned on the 14 March. A full consultation plan on future schemes will be carried out.

	Any Other Business

RG discussed some old drawings of the harbour which indicated a breakwater coming out from the outer pier towards the Spa which allowed boats to come into a sheltered bay with water deep enough for any tide times. RG wondered if this may be a feasible proposition now.  

The seagull mess on the new pontoons was becoming a health & safety problem, one solution proposed, seen on pontoons in Europe, was to string a wire across the pontoon at about 10 ft high and the seagulls will not fly under the wire. 

A request was made to find out what the Councils insurance position was regarding the pontoon safety.

It was reported that a section of the new blue lighting on the left hand side of the Vincents Pier was not working.

A suggestion with regard to the installation of the Clock Cabinet, a possible site was for it to be fitted on the old Water Hut building.

RG put forward the idea of a Christmas Lights award for the best decked out boat in the inner harbour. 

JC asked that the wish list that was drawn up last year was revisited and sent to JR for comment.

General discussion took place with regards to the colour of buildings on Sandisde and the Foreshore and as it is not a listed building, it can be any colour. RPD asked about what progress was being made on the Heritage Centre.

LR explained that they are looking to form a partnership with the Sea Cadets and she will update at the next meeting.
