1.  Feedback into SBC re future developments re Cycle Forum.  JR to pass on the Plan of Cycle Routes and Schedule for this group to consider.

2.  Station Area:  All stakeholder groups met in February 2008.  Triggered by NYCC pressing to get bus stop arrangements outside station.  NYCC prepared to defer in light of Renaissance’s desire for a bigger scheme.  All groups now understand content and are encouraged at design for scheme.

RF - Pleased to see the fact that we can stage the work.

TP - We do not need to assume that everything needs to stay where it is.  Tesco could extend or move.   Trains could be moved back up the track and the station building be used for different purposes.  Vehicular traffic could be moved up Westwood, across tracks and down Westborough creating a plaza on the front.

Station is a major transport hub.  All modes of transport.  Not oriented to station as they are now.  Prefer whether traffic can be excluded.  Relocate buses from.  Consider that railway can be foreshortened.  Maximum opportunity for public open space.  Look at land use in a different way.  Current limits of highway should not be a constraint.  Open up access from both sides of station.

{Quick win - remove derelict toilets and open up space.}

Improve pedestrian interest in Plantation Hill.  Proper transport hub.  Information and interpretation.  Clarity of connection easy.  Less dominance of car/vehicles.  One area we might consider.  Shared space St Thomas Street.

3.   Any Other Business:  RF small nippy buses that do a circuit of the town.  Hop on hop off.  Feels our buses round town are far too big.

Small buses running round the town – could tie in with park and ride.

Sands->Station->P&R->Aquarium Top->Foreshore->town centre.  Previous consultation of Castle Ward was of interest.

JR - Public service bus has to be licensed by Traffic Commissioners.  Used to have skipper buses.  Stopped by EYMS.

RF – The friendliness and acceptability is far greater.

JP – These small buses are running round Aylesbury.

JR – There may well be a change in use after April when over 60s go free.

Next Agenda – CTC.

Government have just given out £50million for cycling.  Sustrans would like to get more involved with Scarborough.
