Matters Outstanding from the Previous Meeting

Scarborough’s Future – Scarborough in 2030

Nick Taylor gave a presentation to get the Team thinking about Scarborough’s future, how we could mitigate challenges and embrace opportunities.  Themes included community make-up, climate change and energy, economy and skills, transport, housing, health, society and inequalities.   Nick introduced Ed Poulter from Yorkshire’s Future who would take our ideas with him for inclusion in their work on a 10-15 year strategy for Yorkshire & Humber.

The Team split into four groups to discuss different scenarios, ‘Fragile Seams’, ‘The Most Plausible Scenario’, ‘Northern Lights’ and ‘Low Carbon Locale’ and reported back at the end.  Common themes amongst the group were:-

· Transport -  how we would manage with scarce resources, eg fuel but that this could make us a ‘greener’ area.

· Climate change - how this would impact on food production with a move back to ‘grow your own’ and community allotments.

· Housing eg different ways of building/materials to cope with increased flooding.

· Impact on Tourism – improvements in the environment as Scarborough became a greener place, tourism would increase as people would not be able to holiday abroad, however it needed to be sustainable.

· Businesses would become ‘greener’ and the businesses that were the best at green ways of working would educate other businesses.

· Competition for land use amongst housing, food and bio-fuels.

· Reduction in waste and how waste could be used, eg bunded waste in land reclamation projects.

· Improved social mobility by motivating people educationally and in their aspirations to benefit from new technology and new ways of working. 

· Changes in healthcare as we would all be healthier in our new greener lifestyle with less reliance on doctors and hospitals.  Perhaps a greater reliance on private healthcare as the elderly population increases.

· Culture would be another opportunity to develop in Scarborough to attract people.
