‘Scarborough An Intergenerational Town’ Project

Jo Ireland, Community Partnership Manager, introduced a film of a project that brought together young and old people.  The idea had arisen out of the Scarborough Urban Area Forum.  The aim of the project was to break down barriers between young and old.  A group of teenagers and senior people were brought together to look at how the town had been affected by World War 2 and the fishing industry.  Visits were made to Eden Camp, the harbour and fish market and a talk aboard the Regal Lady.  The benefits of the project were that the younger people felt proud of their town and the older people felt their contribution was valued.  All participants valued the friendships that had been made and the aim of the project, breaking down barriers, had been achieved.  From the success of this project the idea of ‘Scarborough An Intergenerational Town’ was formed.  The next project will be in Edgehill looking at what the estate was like in the 1950’s and 1960’s.  Lindy Rowley, Chair of the Urban Area Forum, and Denise Guilfoyle, Project Co-ordinator, had also worked on this project.  They are keen to hear other ideas for projects.  The film of this project will belong to the Scarborough Maritime Heritage Group and is one of eight case studies being looked at by the University of Leicester.

Action Group Feedback

Nick Hart, Chair of Urban Space Group, reported on the following:-


 - The Old Railway Line – Students from Sheffield University had done some research and this is to be presented in January.  There is a funding bid to provide path widening and lighting.  Sheffield University will be asked if they would like to do a further study on the Railway Line to identify any other projects.


‘Space Shaper Session’ – Alex Sangster had offered to run this.  The session concentrates on a particular area talking to community groups to find out how they feel about their locality.  Hoped this could be done by the end of March in the Barrowcliff area, or St Nicholas Gardens area or Scalby Mills.  Nick would liaise with Jo Ireland for local contacts in Barrowcliff.


Fantasy Forest – a planning application by the new owner of Fantasy Forest for new signage had been withdrawn.  Urban Space Group felt that it was too dominating.


Station Square – a large scale consultation exercise will take place next year.  Going to have an early meeting with the consultants to examine the issues and prepare ideas.


Mere Consultation – this was available on-line.


The Sands – the website was being changed so that it did not refer to a public consultation having taken place.
