Bus routes 13/14/15 need bigger buses as they are frequently full;

Lack of late buses to certain places;

128 leaves at 20.55 could this be changed to 21.00?

Bus Drivers - West borough – the parking should be removed from outside the Victoria Hotel;

Falsgrave – re-introduce the pull in on the Southside – however the bus drivers did ask for this.

Transportation - perhaps we could help here?
