TourBus for Scarborough - I need to understand what support could we give to assist the possible running of this service. Could you please let me know whether you could support this either financially or in other ways. The route of the bus could be - Railway Station - Falsgrave - Valley Road - The Spa - Foreshore - Sandside - Marine drive, Peasholm Gap - Burniston Road - Sea Life Centre - back to Peasholm gap - Peasholm Drive - Queens Parade - Blenheim Terrace - Rutland Terrace - Castle Road - Aberdeen walk - York Place - Valley Bridge - Ramshill Road - Filey Road or West Street - Holbeck Road - The Esplanade - Albion Road - Valley Bridge - Railway Station. Journey time one hour, passible frequency half hourly, Price £6 for a hop on hop off ticket valid all day, otherwise £1.50. I and the operator need to understand how much support you are willing to give this service. (Please do not publish this in the Scarborough Evening News it is too early in the process).
