1.  There were no matters outstanding and arising from the previous meeting.
2.  West Pier Development (John Riby (JR), Head of Technical Services, Scarborough Borough Council (SBC))
JR outlined the background to the project.  Initial consultation, 2/3 years ago.

Community response was to consolidate fishing activity. Since the consultation, work with the fishing industry to discuss and include their needs.

Fishing community becoming more involved. Now - to be a phased approach; remove bait sheds and move existing occupants within the area.

Once the shed has been demolished, space to be made into parking - producing income of around £2k per annum, per space, to then be invested into the area.

One tenant has approached the Council and wishes to invest (with the Council) and improve various facilities in phase 2.

The new shed will be bigger and two storey.  One facility will be a new ice plant, in which the Council will invest, as well as some more chilling facilities.  The European Commission can provide around 50% of the funding.  Therefore, the plan is to re-locate the fishing industry onto the inside of the pier.

Once the project is complete (in about 3 years) –

The benefit of all of this is the quality of fishing community involvement. JR asked the Town Team for its support in endorsing what it had been involved with 2-3years ago.

Any buildings will have to go before planning and Town Team involvement will be sought.

TPindar asked that the opportunity be taken to provide a viewing gallery over the harbour for the general public.  The public supported this suggestion.  

The car parking is an ‘invest to save’ project - to deliver funds to help fund carrying out the work.

The Town Team will be consulted on future buildings.  The consensus of the Town Team - support JR’s proposals.

3.  Local Development Framework (David Walker, Head of Forward Planning, SBC)

The Local Development Framework (LDF) has succeeded the Local Plan of 1999.  (See presentation attached to these minutes.)

Next stage, once completed, independent planning inspector comes to town once this document fully consulted upon – quasi-judicial process.  Town Team would need to apply to be part of the process.

· To satisfy demand – there is already a considerable shortfall of housing;

· Affordable housing – rents will be set by housing associations and RSLs;

· Shared ownership will also be an option;

· Suitable houses for the enlarging elderly population.

This programme of proposals allows us latitude to provisionally defer this.

Education-> PCT - all part of the process and both are also involved so their decisions will be influenced by the findings.

The consulted document will be re-presented including the comments from consultations – fed back in the summer and the inspector will be in town towards the end of the year.

Caroline Pindar – the community must be kept involved to ensure quality of design – infrastructure.

What is the strategic plan for the provision of infrastructure for the proposals on the North side of town?  Provision for South Scarborough appears to be there, but not the North.  DW confirmed that they would have to re-visit and revise this element.

Nick Hart – Renaissance now needs to be more involved in the whole process – of the town rather than just certain projects.  

Pauline Elliott - keen to include the dialogue from Town Team, feeding into the preparation of the future documents.

Desire of Town Team - to look at north of Scarborough as much as the south.  Gordon Somerville stated it was really this group that started this whole discussion in the first place.

4.  Crown Spa Hotel (David Frank)

From 2000, as a proposed Shearings coach hotel - to now, a 4* hotel.

The Frank brothers considered the long-term future of the hotel was not tours but to go up market.  Also, had to consider the natural environment.  Looked at ways they can reduce the Carbon footprint – by cutting out waste.  Needed to cut power consumption.  Reduce  -> recycle ->-

LED lights introduced.

Actions -
staff training



energy meter given to manager to get in the habit,

£261K saved since 2005.

New aim - to make a further 50% reduction by 2015.

Good for business and profitability.
