2.  DS10 – Roger Foster (RF), Scarborough Digital Action Group

3. ‘Scarborough Together: promoting community cohesion’ – a discussion with Matthew Joseph 

Lindy Rowley, chair of the Urban Area Forum, presented Matthew Joseph (MJ) who spoke on the ‘Scarborough Together 2010’ project.  The theme for this year will be ‘Community Cohesion’.  

MJ outlined the background to the project and the changing demographics in Scarborough – increase in BME groups, also decline in transient population – slow down in movement.  Geographical communities changing.

Theme for 2010 – Scarborough Together – strong presence of BME.  NYCC attended as did Islamic Society – 100 attended.  What is meant by ‘Scarborough Together’? – celebrating diversity – BME, young and old, LGBT communities, disabled, able bodied.  “Cohesion is about putting community life and spirit back at the heart of everything we do”; it is about community pride; a feeling of belonging; people not isolated; shared respect and values; communities making decisions for themselves. 

Results – in general, people are quite happy with the town; good community spirit.

Projects –

· ‘My Journey’ – to allow folk from elsewhere to put down their experiences through stories/poetry;

· ‘Scarborough Sings Together’ – to take place on 1 August (Yorkshire Day), including both religious and secular songs;

· ‘Hanging Panel Project’ – different groups from around town to make quilted hanging decorations for display around the town of what they represent to the town;

· ‘The Big Lunch’ – following on from success of last year in Peasholm Park, 18 July (12-2pm);

· A sequence of ‘Street Parties’ – on 5 March at 2pm there will be a presentation on the ins and outs of holding such a party.
