2.  Matters Arising:
Pedestrian Strategy – AS to check what the previous meeting agreed and chase up.

JR – Scarborough and idea of being a Service Centre.  NYCC to lead on this.  NYCC looking for responses on historical schemes.

JR will say to County they need to step back, re-evaluate and look at refreshed cycling strategies. 

To be refreshed – local signing.  

DC – let’s consider including the time it takes to walk to the points signed.

Prioritising the Cycle Strategy – there are some easy, quick wins – JR took AS’s recommendations.

3.  Proposed A64 Transport Corridor (JR)

DoT at regional level don’t see A64 as a priority.  N Yorks and York do think it is important at a sub-regional level.  They have asked LA to contribute towards a study.  SBC have contributed as have all the others.  The study will look at what has been done but also at short, medium and long term.  To include rail and all other transport.

Will the LDF including Ryedale, Scarborough and York there will be an extra 30K homes.  Study will take this into account.  Also, how will business fare if there is no investment or, conversely, if there is some?

Also environmental improvements/impacts. 

One of the key points is accessibility of the coast.  Study extends from the A1 to Scarborough.  

This quite an important report.  Unlikely to see any change in the short term, but at least there is a plan.

4. Sainsbury’s Road Bridge 

AS fed back that this is being looked into and is dependent on the development of the supermarket.  Item to be kept in mind.

5. 20 May - Cycle Ride 

Group keen; ask for more information.
