1. Outer Harbour Facilities

Our Regional Design Review Panal based in Leeds is one of a series of such DRPs across the country. These advisory committees are made up of experts drawn from England's architectural, built environment and creative fields (generally a mix of local and national names) and are aimed at giving impartial input to projects at the design stage (an idea that has been supported by the USG). They have already proved to be beneficial to schemes by way of ensuring the maintenance of high design standards across key projects and in procuring sensitive, site-enhancing solutions.
